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In October 2024, the number of
persons receiving a monthly salary
increased. The number of persons
receiving a monthly salary increas-
ed by 3.2% compared to the
corresponding period of 2023 and
by 8.5% compared to the corre-
sponding period of 2022.

In October 2024, the share of
persons receiving a monthly salary
up to 600 GEL amounted to 14.8%,
which was 3.1 percentage points
less than the corresponding period
of 2023, and 7.7 percentage points
lower than the corresponding peri-
od of 2022.
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In October 2024, the share of
persons receiving a monthly salary
of 2,400 GEL and more amounted
to 29.3%, which was 6.0 percentage
points more compared to the corre-
sponding period of 2023, and 11.0
percentage points higher than the
corresponding period of 2022.

In October 2024, the share of per-
sons receiving a monthly salary of
9,600 GEL and more amounted to
2.5%, which was 0.6 percentage
points more compared to the corre-
sponding period of 2023, and 0.9
percentage points higher than the
corresponding period of 2022.
